· $10,000 to The Humane Society of Southern Arizona for program funding for the School Outreach Program for the upcoming school year.
· $10,000 to SharMoore Children’s Productions for Stories that Soar! A program that engages children in a collaborative theatrical experience where their own stories are brought to life by trained adult actors, singers, dancers, and musicians and will serve 10-12 schools. 
· $10,000 to YMCA of Southern Arizona for funding of 10 child care sites to teach children about nutrition and physical activity through the Y-Fit Program. 
· $7,500 to American Lung Association of Arizona for life-saving education for Tucson-area children with asthma through Camp Not-A-Wheeze program. Camp Not-A-Wheeze is the only residential camp for children with asthma in the state of Arizona. 
· $7,500 to Rehnquist Center for the Public Outreach Program to encourage scholarship and public education about structural constitutional themes.
